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NOVEMBER SPEAKER: [ BRIAN MONK
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Our speaker for our November meeting was Brian Monk DVM, of the
Blu Llama Orchids in Naples, FL. Brian’s passion for orchids started

© when his mother took him to an orchid show when he was 12, he
has been growing orchids ever since. He began growing in his back-
% yard and then moved to 4000 square foot greenhouse where he
worked on creating Cymbidium hybrids and now has recently moved
to Naples and started the Blu Llama Orchids. Blu Llama offers fine

= hybrids, lab services, flasking services and photography. His photo-
graphs which been seen in the AOS Magazine and at the World Orchid Conference are available
on his website.

He began the talk by asking why should we try to get Cymbidiums to grow here is south Flori-
da? The reason is that are handsome plants, excellent growers, have a large number flowers and
are fragrant. The creation of heat tolerant Cymbidium now allows us to have these orchids in our
collections. What is a heat tolerant hybrid? The standard Cymbidiums need nights that are less
than 60 degrees, but the heat tolerant will flower with temperatures in the 80’s making them
able to grow here. Brian went over what it takes to have them grow and flower here.

Cymbidiums are humus epiphytes; they live in the layer of fallen leaves and plants at the bottom
of the forest. For potting, plastic pots with an absorbent mixture is the best to retain moisture.
Good air flow is needed with excellent drainage and they don’t like to be overpotted. The best
pot for them is a deep tall pot with large drain holes. Potting medium should be a mix of bark
and inorganic material like clay beads of a medium texture. The larger the pot the larger the
texture of the medium should be. These plants need very bright light at Vanda levels with heavy
feeding and watering. The water quality is important rain water, or filter water being the best.

Brian finished up the talk with some of his photos of examples heat tolerant cymbidiums. He also
had a table of some young plants that were from his collection so we could all try and grow some
of these lovely plants. (Loren Colburn)
